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Transportation
Students commute to the school daily can use the 
service of the University buses. These buses run on 
suitable schedules, covering wide areas of Dubai, 
Sharjah and Ajman, and cost a flat fee. 

Housing
For the time being, this service is only available for 
girls. Our future plan covers housing for men also. 

Sports Teams:
Our sports’ teams are well recognized among teams 
of the universities in the UAE. They have established 
good records in sports like Football, Cricket, Judo, 
Chess, Table Tennis to name a few. Both Girls and 
Men’s’ teams are active and appropriate sports’ 
facilities are available for all students free of charge. 

Leisure Activities
The SAO organizes 3-4 picnics per semester to 
beautiful locations and attractions in the vicinity of 
Dubai, and other Emirates. Our experienced staff 
usually accompanies the students to make sure 
that they enjoy their time without any problems and 
disturbance. Our free buses provide transportations 
for such events and add to the pleasure by doing 
sight seeing tours. 

The University usually gets discounts on entry fees 
to most attractions around and the students take 
advantages of those discounts. 

Social Events
The Students’ Affairs Office is organizing special 
celebrations, for example for the National Day of 
the UAE. A lot of traditional and folkloristic activities 
are performed yearly for that occasion, and Emirati 
students are highly encouraged to show their 
patriotic spirit on this particular day. Other events 
include the university’s Open Day. For this festival, 
students from all countries that are represented at 
AGU set up booths and displays that reflect their 
cultural or national background. Competition is 
usually fierce among students to show their best 
effort. 

The SAO also organizes other cultural, artistic, 
and scientific events. It encourages students to 
participate in activities that relate to the public good, 
such as the donation of blood, traffic awareness 
days, and the like.
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Students’ Affairs Office
The SAO is established in the University to serve 
the students. This service includes, but is not 
limited to assisting the students in locating places 
(orientation), helping the students to adjust, help in 
solving any problem they might have, in addition to 
providing transportation and possibly housing. 

The SAO is responsible for all extra-curricular 
activities, such as sports competitions, picnics, 
social events and the like.

Orientation
This service is very important to newcomers. A 
new student needs a lot of support finishing his 
or her registration, paying fees, locating important 
facilities, such as lecture rooms, library, laboratories, 
and so on. Staff of SAO is always there to help and 
guide, making things easier and smoother, and 
consequently, making the first-day-at-the-university a 
pleasant experience. 

Adjustment
The transition from high-school life to a more open 
and diverse environments at the university makes 
the first year at any university the toughest year. At 
Al-Ghurair University, we are working hard to change 
this through available channels of advising and 
counseling. Students with adjustment problems 
are encouraged to approach the SAO for advice 
and help. The service is also open for all students 
with problems that seem to affect their studies. All 
matters are treated with the highest level possible of 
confidentiality. 

Problem-Solving
One of the major roles of SAO is to help students 
solving minor difficulties that might come in their 
way. A student may face a problem with any 
department at the University. At the point where the 
student finds no way out he or she should knock on 
the doors of SAO. The officers at the Office will be 
more than happy to assist, guide and to solve the 
problem using the appropriate channels and the 
authority granted to the Dean of Students Affairs.

Admission 
of transferred students

1. Students who have completed courses at 
other accredited/recognized institutions 
of higher education and are seeking 
admission to AGU may be awarded credits 
for those courses, provided that they 
submit authenticated transcripts and similar 
documents to prove validity of such credits. 

2. The deans/credit transfer committees of 
the concerned colleges/ programs will 
determine whether a course or a group of 
courses completed at other institutions is/ are 
equivalent to courses offered in the particular 
program for which the student is seeking 
credit transfer.

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Placement Test 
All potential students without adequate proof of
their English proficiency are requested to take 
the Placement Test. This is an official TOEFL test 
conducted at the university in association with 
Amideast - a licensed TOEFL institution. After an 
evaluation of the Placement Test scores, students 
are placed in an appropriate level of study.

Program Structure
The ELDP program consists of four levels that are 
sequenced in terms of language proficiency and 
complexity. The aim of instruction is to improve 
the English language skills of each student in the 
areas of reading, writing, listening, and speaking, 
as well as in the use of grammar and vocabulary. 
The ELDP courses are designed to develop 
students’ academic preparation, facilitate 
independent learning skills, and optimize the 
opportunity for success in university courses. 

Teaching/Learning Plan
The focus in the primary levels of the 
program is on general English. As language
proficiency increases, ELDP courses 
become more academic in nature. In Level 4, 
students are prepared to sit for the Institutional 
TOEFL test, which, in partnership with AMIDEAST, 
will be periodically held at the University. Each 
level has a defined focus on Reading, Writing, 
Listening, Speaking, Grammar and Vocabulary. 

Provisional Admission
A student who does not meet the admission 
requirements as stated above, will be given 
provisional admission, on the following 
conditions:

1. A student who does not meet the English 
Language requirements will be offered 
provisional admission until he satisfies the 
English language requirements within the 
specified time-period.

2. A student without final results may be admitted
on the basis of provisional result and forecast 
reports from the school. His admission will 
only be confirmed after submitting the valid 
documents of eligibility.

If the student fails to meet the requirements of the 
university in terms of qualifying marks, his name 
will be removed from the university’s records 
(Admission fee is non-refundable).
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2. The deans/credit transfer committees of 
the concerned colleges/ programs will 
determine whether a course or a group of 
courses completed at other institutions is/ are 
equivalent to courses offered in the particular 
program for which the student is seeking 
credit transfer.
